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It will be helpful to conference organisers if you submit your abstract in the same form as this template.  Simply type over the text on this page with your content and the formatting will be as required for the conference booklet. 

The abstract is a short summary of your presentation. It has two purposes.  First, it provides conference attendees with sufficient information to determine whether your presentation is relevant to their interests and therefore, whether they should attend. Secondly, conference organisers will use the abstract to organise the programme so that presentations on similar topics are in the same session, and to avoid clashes where presentations on similar topics are presented at the same time. 

The abstract should be about 200-300 words with one or two sentences addressing five main points: the context, the purpose, the methodology, the results and analysis, and the conclusions. The context describes the situation in which your topic arises, and why it is important. The methodology describes how you went about studying your problem.  The results and analysis should be a brief statement about what you found. Finally, you should offer a short statement or two summarising the main conclusions of your work. 
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
